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Executive Directors Report

Wow, what a year!  
 
At this time last year we were preparing ourselves for the Vancouver 2010 Olympic and Paralympic Winter 
Games and now that they have come and gone I can look back with a proud smile. The Winter Games provided 
many opportunities throughout British Columbia and the DSABC membership once again helped to illustrate 
why BC is the Best Place on Earth! From the thousands of hours volunteered at both the Olympic and 
Paralympic Games to the 20 plus members who carried the torch throughout the province; the 125 members 
who took part in the Paralympic Closing Ceremonies to the hundreds of members who simply enjoyed the 
excitement that the games provided, it was certainly a season to remember! While the excitement and energy of 
the games may have dominated much of the media and water cooler talk, the great work done by the 11 
adaptive snow sport programs across the province continued without skipping a beat and another highly 
successful season has now been completed. While it wasnôt without its challenges, as the economic downturn 
certainly had a effect on all not-for-profit organization in the Province, through passion, hard work and 
unwavering dedication, adaptive snow sports in BC continue to flourish! 
 
In my last report to you, I had indicated that the daily bookkeeping and financial reporting of the Association had 
been contracted to Sport BC Accounting; I am pleased to report that the services provided by Sport BC 
Accounting have been excellent and we continue to work with them for our daily bookkeeping services and in 
streamlining and improving our accounting processes. As you are well aware, it was an extremely challenging 
funding environment in which DSABC was operating over the past 12-months. An overall decrease in public 
funding through the Provincial Government and Gaming Grant Program had significant impact on Association 
revenues. While the decreases were dramatic, we made every effort to maintain the level of services which we 
provide. Upon learning of the various funding decreases, an in-depth review of all expenses was completed and 
expenditure reductions were made in all possible areas, most notably staffing and travel. As noted in the 
Audited Financial Statements of the Association for the year ending April 30

th
 2010 (Page 12) these measures 

and through the amazing commitment of everyone who supports DSABC, the Association ended the year with a 
positive adjusted financial position of $3,505. This year has clearly illustrated that in order to maintain the 
financial health of the Association, and in order to make positive forward movement in supporting adaptive snow 
sports in BC, DSABC must diligently work towards diversifying its sources of revenue and decrease its reliance 
on government funding. Through a reinvigoration of the Associationôs Fundraising Committee, and a 
concentrated and strategic effort towards revenue diversification, I am confident that DSABC will emerge 
stronger, more financially stable and better able to fulfill its mission and vision. 
 
After another tremendously successful season on the slopes, we maintained our overall membership numbers 
at 1322 which is comprised of 603 Volunteers and 719 Student Skiers / Snowboarders. In addition to the regular 
and busy schedules maintained by the volunteers at all 11 community based clubs across the province, DSABC 
and all of our local programs were well represented amongst the Volunteer ranks at both the Olympic and 
Paralympic Winter Games, contributing thousands of volunteer hours towards making the games a success. 
These volunteer hours were addition to the greater than 22,600 volunteer hours reported by the local adaptive 
programs through their delivery of in excess of 1900 individual lessons. These numbers are a strong reminder of 
the tremendous work that is being done by our local programs, and reinforces the need for DSABC to continue 
to work closely with all local programs towards the goal of helping to improve volunteer recruitment and 
retention initiatives as we continue to experience positive growth and expansion. 
 
As the numbers above illustrate, there is a tremendous need for volunteers province-wide. When Susan Hughes 
first embarked upon the development of Snowbility in 2007, it was with the purpose of providing new adaptive 
skiing and snowboarding programs with the resources, training and support to help build a solid foundation for 
future long-term success, including volunteer recruitment and retention. Susan continues to lead Snowbilty 
towards achieving this goal and the positive impact that Snowbility is having across the province is clearly 
evident. 
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The DSABC Technical Committee, lead by Andy Mather, completed another successful season and is now 
embarking upon planning for the upcoming season as well as looking towards the future of instructor training 
and certification within BC. It is no secret that the instructor training and certification that is coordinated by the 
Technical Committee is the foundation for ensuring positive and appropriate student experiences across the 
entire province; DSABC remains wholly committed towards securing the financial resources that will support the 
TC in continuing to enhance and adapt the technical resources required for success. 
 
In an action packed and exciting season, the Building our Best program has yet again proven that British 
Columbia is a leader in Recreational and High Performance Adaptive Ski Racing. Through the dedication and 
leadership of Sian Blyth, Phil Chew, Dallis Smith, Jason Fink and Rob Gosse, the BC Para-Alpine Ski Team and 
Building our Best program enjoyed a season of opportunity, success, growth and positive challenge. As I look 
back fondly at the past 12-months, I am very proud of how each and every individual involved in the DSABC 
High Performance Program represented our Association and Province in all that they did this season. While on 
the heels of the Winter Games there is uncertainty regarding government funding levels for High Performance 
programming, DSABC will continue to develop and deliver top-notch opportunities for recreational and high 
performance ski racers to achieve their competitive ski racing goals. 
 
I have said it in the past, however this season was an excellent reminder of how fortunate we are in this 
province to have such a strong and dedicated foundation of volunteers, participants, supporters and staff that 
are working together to provide the best possible opportunities for all skiers and snowboarders with a disability. 
The amazing opportunities that are available across all of BC are made possible by Volunteers who invest 
countless hours in sharing their skills and knowledge with their students; by parents and caregivers who make 
the weekly trip to the mountains with their loved ones; by the professional staff working with our mountain 
operations partners to ensure that our ski hills are safe and enjoyable; and most importantly by the students and 
athletes who embrace each day on the snow with dedication, passion and smiles. 
 
I expect that the next year will be full of positive change as we continue to enhance the foundation upon which 
adaptive snow sports in BC is built and I look forward to celebrating our successes with you in the years to 
come. 
 
Thank you to each and every one of you for your continued support and tireless dedication. As we continue to 
move forward please know that I am always available to discuss any comments, concerns or suggestions that 
you may have and welcome your guidance and feedback.
